The Adjustable Glass-to-Wall Clips are designed for use in fastening a fixed panel of glass that runs into a wall at an angle other than 90°.
It is important to note the clamp can be mounted to the wall on either the long-point side or short-point side of the miter on angles up to 25°
from 80" (not lower than 65" or over 115 - see Example 1 below). For angles more than 25" from 90° {lower than 65 or aver 115), the
wall-mounted portion must be fastened on the side of the glass that has the short-point of the miter (see Example 2 below).
