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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS.

8 Check the handing of the door.
(Door Closer can be used with both right
and left hand doors.)

(Shown here is the installation of the door
closer for right hand doors. Installation
for left hand doors is done in the same
manner.)

Before installation check the handing of the door to
which the door closer is to be attached, refesring to
the illustration at left. it is important to determine
whether it is a right hand or left hand door.

B Fit the arm to the pinion shaft and attach it
firmly with the screw.

Fit the arm to the pinion shaft at the top of the

closer, with the speed regulating valves toward the

door hinge, and attagh the arm with the mounting

screw.

® Mount the door closer on the door.
Mount the closer on the door with the speed
regulating valves toward the door hinge.

8 Mount the link shoe to the top jamb
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hex bolt
knuckie joint
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8 Attach the link to the shoe and install
the cap

Adjust the link length so that it makes a right
angle with the top jamb. and fit it firmly to
the shoe with the screw and nut. Tighten the
fock nut.

8 Setting the hold open position

The arm can be set to hold-open at any

desired position.

* Open the door to the desired Hold-Open
position. Tighten the hex boit.

8 Adjust the closing speed

* The door closer cioses the door at two
different speeds.

* The speed in the first section can be
controlled by the No.1 speed regulating
valve, and the speed in the second
section by the No.2 regulating valve.

Note : The speed regulating valves have
been tactory adjusted to the standard
levels. Alter them, if necessary, by opening
each valve to the fullest extent first, and
then by closing it gradually until the desired
speed is obtained (see illustrations at left).

B Adjust the hold-open strength.

The door hold—open strength has been

factory adjusted. If it should need changing,

take the following steps:

1) Loosen the tock nut

2) Remove the screw (2) and turn the link(4)
counterclockwise to remove.

3) Insert a straight screwdriver into the
aperture of the link houseing and turn the
adjusting screw between a half and a
full turn. counterclockwise to reduce
strength, clockwise to increase it.
makes a right angle with the door.

4) In reassembly, refit the link so that it
makes a right angle with the door.

5) Tighten the lock nut
