This washer is the component that acts as a buffer, so the body of the hinge doesn't pivot directly
on the brass center block. This solution doesn't require the disassembly of the hinge.
Note: Do not use spray lubricant on these hinges. If the hinge has been disassembled, upon
re-assembly, use white lithium grease to lubricate the interior mechanism.

• Never use an abrasive cleaner on the hardware. Many of the components are coated with a clear lacquer that
will be irreparably damaged if subjected to harsh, abrasive chemicals. Advise your customer that drying the
hardware with a clean, soft towel on a daily basis is the best way to maintain the hardware. If mineral deposits
build-up, mix a couple of drops of a mild liquid soap (such as Ivory or a similar product) into a cup of warm
water.

Troubleshooting/Best practices

1. 	 As a preventive measure, or if the shower door is falling out of adjustment, setting blocks can 		
	 be used to hold the glass in place to make sure the glass doesn't slip. Insert hard setting 		
	 blocks with a durometer rating of 85-90 between the body of the hinge and the glass cutout.  
	 This creates a physical barrier that helps secure the hinge in place, significantly reducing the  
	 likelihood of future movement or misalignment.

Situations to consider blocking
• 	 For high-traffic commercial installations, especially in large-scale projects.

• 	 When installing large doors that rely on glass-to-glass hinges.

• 	 When working with glass cutouts that are near the maximum allowable size tolerances.

Note: Be sure the setting block is sized correctly to avoid putting excessive pressure on the glass. 
CRL offers a range of setting blocks from 1/16" to 3/8" thicknesses. Visit www.crlaurence.com for 
setting block parts.

2. 	When making deductions for door glass sizes, determine if seals are to be used, as their  
	 inclusion can affect glass sizing. If a seal is to be used adjacent to a door, the gap required for 		
	 the seal may be larger than if no seal were used.

3. 	Apply a medium-strength threadlocker to the clamping screws to promote a secure hold.

4. 	Do not use power tools when installing these hinges.
