DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver components with adequate protection to prevent damage during transit and job storage

B. Inspect components upon delivery for damage. Unless minor defects can be made to meet the Architect’s specifications and satisfaction, damaged parts should be removed and replaced.

C. Store components at building site under cover in dry location.

PROJECT CONDITIONS
A. Field measurements: Check opening by accurate field measurement before fabrication. Show recorded measurements on shop drawings. Coordinate fabrication schedule with construction progress to avoid delay of work.

Installer qualifications: Engage an experienced installer who has completed 
installations of Interior Sliding Pass Window Assemblies similar in design and 
extent to those required for the project and whose work has resulted in 
construction with a record of success in service performance.

Manufacturer’s qualifications: Sliding Pass Window Assembly produced by a 
firm experienced in manufacturing Interior Sliding Pass Windows that are similar 
to those indicated for this project and that have a record of success in service 
performance.

Single source responsibility: Obtain Sliding Pass Window Assembly from a single 
manufacturer to ensure full compatibility and warranty of parts.

Design criteria: The drawings indicate the size, profile and dimensional 
requirements of the Sliding Pass Window Assembly required and are based on the 
specific types and models indicated.

MATERIALS

A. Frames: Aluminum frame modules shall be constructed of 6063-T5 extruded aluminum.  Assemblies roll on base shoes with rollers engaged in lower track. Jambs are optional and must be specified if desired.

B. Finish: All aluminum to be clear anodized, duranodic bronze, or for selected models, brushed nickel or flat black.
C. Glazing: Typically 1/4” (6 mm) in thickness. Glass not included, to be supplied by others.

D. Options: Keyed lock, finger pulls, end caps, and selected models have anti-lift security features.

 INSTALLATION

A. Install components in accordance with manufacturer’s printed instructions and recommendations. Repair damaged units as directed (if approved by the manufacturer and the architect) or replace with new units.

CLEANING
A.
Clean frame and glazing surfaces after installation, complying with requirements contained in the manufacturer’s instructions. Remove excess glazing sealant compounds, dirt or other substances.

PROTECTION

A.
Institute protective measures required throughout the remainder of the construction period to ensure that all the windows do not incur any damage or deterioration, other than normal weathering, at the time of acceptance.
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
