TECHNICAL DEFINITIONS

TOTAL SOLAR ENERGY REJECTED (TSER):
The percentage of total solar energy rejected by filmed glass.
The higher this value, the less solar heat is transmitted through the glass.

VISIBLE LIGHT TRANSMISSION (VLT):
The percentage of visible light that passes directly through the filmed glass.
The higher the number, the lighter the film appears in color.

GLARE REDUCTION:
The percentage by which visible light is reduced by the addition of film.

UV REJECTION:
The percentage of ultraviolet light that is rejected by filmed glass.
Ultraviolet light contributes to the fading and deterioration of fabrics and leather.
